a policy. 

Engage:  Staff may seek input 
from community stakeholders 

during the process of researching, 
writing and revising a regulation.

BOARD POLICY
Principles and Guidelines adopted by the Board of Trustees in 

support of District goals and used to guide administrative 
decisions; sets parameters for compliance with legal 

requirements; and usually requires administrative regulations

ADMINISTRATIVE REGULATION
Detailed guidelines developed by the superintendent’s staff that 

sets forth the mechanics for implementing Board policy, or state or 
federal laws and regulations.  The Superintendent is empowered to 

establish and modify administrative regulations without prior 
approval of the Board of Trustees.
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
