Course Description:

Tests are allowed to be retaken before the next unit test.  You will be required to come in for extra help and to complete another review assignment prior to retaking the test.  
· Semester Exam:  At the end of the semester, students will take a Final Exam that is common for all Algebra 2 students in Washoe County School District.
· Things to Remember:
· You control your grades by doing work daily, actively participating, and making sure you are keeping up with the material in the class.
· If you find yourself struggling with the material you need to make the time to come in for help at lunch or before/after school.
