How is College different from High School?
 You set your own schedule

Classes on specific days, flexible times, etc. 
 Classes are credit based and different (most 3 credits)
 1 credit = amount of time IN class
 Expect to do 1-3 hours of homework OUTSIDE of class 

per credit 
 A lot of responsibility on the student to make sure they 

are in the right class
 You pay for the classes
 Typically, you take 4-5 classes a semester
 Pick new classes every semester 

Out of State Colleges & Applications

 CommonApp  
 Application guide for first-year students (commonapp.org)

 A means to apply to many different colleges using one application

 Start application process now! See CommonApp for what you will need (i.e. 
transcripts, test scores, academic achievement, letter of recommendations, etc.)

 College/univeristy must be a part of CommonApp for this to work

 Double check which schools you want to apply to are on CommonApp or not!

 Western Undergraduate Exchange (WUE)

 A way to go to an out of state school at a cheaper cost!

 May be dependent on your degrees, but almost all are eligible!

Alternate Placement Options
TMCC—Based on unweighted GPA and specific courses, 
Accuplacer score

UNR—Writing portfolio (English), ALEKS (math)

Take Eng 101 or 102 (each class = 3 credits)

OR

Take Eng 100 (5 credits)

Take Math 120 or 126 (each class= 3 

credits)

OR

Take Math 120 AND Math 20 (4 

credits) or take Math 126 AND Math 

26 (5-6 credits)
