	The grade received in a concurrent enrollment course will appear on the student’s official high school and college transcripts.  
	
	

	There are implications to beginning a permanent college transcript in high school. A grade of “D”, “F”, “Incomplete,” or “Withdrawal” can have a permanent impact on a student's academic future, putting their academic standing and future financial aid eligibility in jeopardy. 
	
	

	Students are responsible for completing all high school graduation requirements. If a student fails a concurrent enrollment course needed for graduation, high school credit recovery courses will be required.
	
	

	Students must adhere to the college’s Academic Standards policy which defines academic dishonesty and details potential sanctions and procedures for addressing violations. ​ Cheating in a college class can have lasting academic and professional consequences.
