Behind every text are "Questions for Discussion," "Questions on Rhetoric and Style," and "Suggestions for Writing."  The first two types of questions allow for analysis and argument writing/ thinking.  The "Suggestions for Writing" prompt for writing from analysis ("Write an essay analyzing the styled of") to argument ("Cite evidence from your own experience or reading [to] support your position") to expository ("Describe a time . . . Explain the nature of the conflict and how you resolved it.").

Additionally, at the end of each chapter, there are "conversation" questions where students respond to a variety of texts about a subject.  These questions allow for various types of writing.  Finally, the variety of the subjects is strong.  The chapters range thematically from sports, to the economy, to gender, and more.
