		Text1: 1 - The full text is not available online, but there are a lot of resources for students and teachers on the web portal for the book. The students have access to games, music, grammar/vocabulary podcasts, links to other cultural and linguistic resources, and more. The teacher's website includes tests, chapter audio, and chapter PowerPoints.
2 - Supplemental materials and activities are available online. Portal includes teacher resources including quizzes and sample syllabi. Full text is not available online. Also includes an iTunes playlist for students and transparencies to support teaching.
3 - Full version of text available online. Includes grammar tutorial videos and videos related to the content of the chapters. Does not include interactive games besides flashcards. Unsure if online system would work on multiple platforms.
4 - Includes a full online version of the text and a variety of student and teacher resources. Online version is updated throughout the year with new resources and connections to things currently happening in the world. Digital resources are somewhat interactive with videos and activities, but there aren't many games.
5 - Full version of text is online. Portal also includes homework system, flash cards, grammar tutorial videos, and other interactive portions. 
6 - Online portal includes a full version of the text, listening activities, Total Physical Response storytelling, Teacher's assessment manual, video activities, a workbook, and communicative activities. Online component is not interactive, however, so it would depend on the teacher to fully incorporate those resources.
7 - Full version of text available online with resources such as games, flash cards, web search suggestions, grammar tutorials, and videos. Teacher portal includes information gap activities and exams.
8 - Offers an online version (and downloadable version) of the text that students can access, audio and video resources, and interactive activities. Online version also includes teacher resources (exams, grammar presentations, answer keys, teaching suggestions, etc).
9 - Student version of online portal includes audio links. There is no online version of the textbook available. The teacher's version of the online portal includes a testing program, course support, music activities, answer keys, sample syllabi, audio, and answer keys.
10 -  The provided password for Cengage offered teacher resources, including films, grammar PowerPoint exercises, assessments, and other resources. There was not an online book int his. The textbook says there is a learning enhanced eBook with integrated activities and film segments.

		Text3: 1 - The online teacher portal has exams for each of the chapters, but it does not include quizzes or other resources that would help with assessment. There is no monitoring or tracking available via the online portal either.
2 - There are quizzes and assessments available via the online portal, but there is no monitoring or tracking components I could find.
3 - Full online version of the text with assessments and assignments available online. Online component offers tracking and monitoring. LearnSmart vocabulary/grammar flash cards target structures/words that learner is struggling with. Not sure if texts/exams are available on separate instructor website. 
4 - Multiple assessment opportunities included with the text. A hard copy of the assessment program gives many different resources for assessing student performance and language acquisition. Online program includes performance assessments and downloadable resources such as differentiated assessment and exam preparation. Could use a better monitoring component.
5 - Online portal includes a monitoring component attached to the homework system, so the teacher can see what structures students are having issues with. The online component is missing pre-made tests, but it does include quizzes.
6 - Online resources include an assessment program with exams to check student understanding. Exams include speaking, writing, listening, reading, and cultural unit tests and proficiency tests. Offers pre-tests and drills to help ensure target structure mastery. It also prepares students for AP/IB exams.
7 - Online portal includes quizzes and a testing program with audio with different versions of the same exam. Students can take practice quizzes and the program will learn where they are having difficulties. 
8 - Includes a testing program in a book and an online version. Supersite includes a monitoring program and targeted resources to address issues students are struggling with.
9 - A testing program is available on the online portal for teachers, but there is no monitoring component.
10 -  The text offers many assessment opportunities in the online portal that the teacher can take advantage of, including different kinds of assessment and mini assessments. If the iLrn program is activated, students get a personal tutor and personalized study plans.

		Text5: 1 - The text would need a lot of intervention from the teacher to help reach diverse students/diverse learning styles. The text relies heavily on traditional learning techniques and does not fully incorporate current cultural connections. The text also does not connect French very well to an American context or explicitly explore concepts that would make connections between francophone and American students.
2 - Some tips for differentiation, but they don't necessarily cater to diverse learners. Teacher would have to come up with activities to reach diverse learners.
3 - Traditional exercises and approach to language learning without any considerations for diverse language learners. Instructor would have to come up with own ideas for differentiating text and activities.
4 - Teacher's edition includes suggestions for differentiation, including core instruction, French for Spanish Speakers, advanced learners, slower pace learners, different learning styles, and special learning needs. These sections are well intended and contain good information, however they group students without taking into account their individual needs. Not every student with ADHD, for example, will respond to the suggestions, which could cause frustration for a teacher who expects a tip to work for all students who fall under that label. 
5 - Offers some teaching suggestions, but they are pretty standard to traditional teaching methods. Does not appeal to different learning styles frequently. Full differentiation would depend on the teacher seeking out supplemental resources. 
6 - The beginning of the teacher's edition offers suggestions for differentiated instruction, providing strategies for content, process, and products. Throughout the teacher's edition are suggestions for differentiating based on different learning styles and intelligence orientations. Differentiation suggestions also do not single out certain kinds of students as being more likely to respond to a technique, mentioning that all learners can benefit from approaches that may be catered towards certain learners.
7 - Annotated instructor's edition is not available for review. Online portal, however, gives different learning options should the teacher chose to take advantage of those resources.
8 - A section on differentiation appears in the front of the teacher's edition giving suggestions for different learning styles and levels. Many of the explicit suggestions for differentiation throughout the book are for visual learners, but the other teaching suggestions give options for games and other ways to engage with the language.
9 - The text does not have an explicit section on differentiating the material. Any differentiation suggestions are presented as general teaching suggestions, so it would be up to the teacher to fully differentiate the instruction to meet the needs of students.
10 -The instructor's edition is not available to assess, so the student version does not offer these suggestions. The activities in the book look like they could easily lend themselves to differentiated instruction, but that would depend on the instructor.

		Text6: 1 - Culture sections highlight a variety of people from French-speaking countries around the world, including their art and contributions to society as a whole. Cultural considerations are not included throughout the chapters, but in a separate section at the end of each chapter. 
2 - Exercises include a variety of cultural referents for students to practice their language skills In individual exercise. Text explores immigration in France and the different groups that make up modern day France. Does not really explore francophone countries outside of France and the Cajuns in the American South.
3 - Explores two French accents from diverse people in Montreal and Paris. Not a lot of representation of other French speaking countries or many connections between activities and cultural referents for students.
4 - Text does an excellent job of representing both French speakers and French learners as diverse. Text explores a variety of different French speaking countries and relates them back to a context that students should be able to relate to.
5 - Intentionally shows a diverse cross section of French speakers and cultural connections. Uses contemporary cultural references to connect to students (though these may become dated and less relevant if the text is used for a number of years, some references are already out of date). 
6 - Text shows a wide cross section of French speakers from different countries and regions. The text has a good visual representation of racial/ethnic diversity in relation to French speakers and learners. Program highlights different artists in culture sections and makes potentially relevant connections to students' lived experiences. The visual program could use a better cross section of diversity, but it is overall passable. 
7 - Most of the cartoons in examples and vocabulary sections show people who are white. Some exploration of different countries, races, and ethnicities who are French speaking, but it is not extensive.
8 - Gives a wide representation of both native French speakers and French learners in many different terms, including race/ethnicity, ability, age, etc. Pictures also show diverse people interacting, and cultural sections have people from many countries highlighted.
9 - Offers occasional diversity in terms of racial and ethnic groups that speak French. Is not particularly representative of our diverse society in terms of French learners or in the examples used to demonstrate vocabulary. Much of the culture the book focuses on is "big C" and does not regularly explore everyday concepts students would be able to easily relate to.
10 - Shows a fairly wide cross section of races and ethnicities in the cultural sections and representations of French learners/example pictures. Relates everyday experiences to students' lives. Good combination of "big C" and "little c" cultures.

		Text7: 1 - Textbook is a good size, nice quality paper that should hold up for a few years. The lack of a workbook, however, may not work for some teachers. 
2 - Paperback textbook with somewhat thin pages. Would probably last a few years, but it is not as sturdy as other textbooks. Workbook seems to be of good quality that might last a few years as well.
3 - Good quality hard bound book. Pages are a little thin, so might be subject to tearing with extended usage.
4 - Good quality bindings and pages. Hard backed textbook and soft bound workbook. Workbook pages may tear with repeated usage and might not look very nice at the end of a school year, but the textbook should hold up for many years.
5 - Hard bound book with good quality pages, so it should last a number of years for multiple students. The "workbook" is online.
6 - Hard bound textbook with soft bound workbook. Workbook is thicker than others, so its size could make it easy to damage for students. The textbook should last a while. DVD resources may be easy for teachers to lose, but the video program is also available online.
7 - Hard back textbook, soft bound workbook with binder holes. Binder option makes the workbook likely to last more than one student.
8 - Soft bound workbook is somewhat flimsy with pages that feel like thick newspaper. Workbook has holes to be put into a binder. Textbook appears to be of good quality with thick pages. Textbook should last multiple years, but the workbook probably would not.
9 - Hard-bound textbook with pretty thin pages. The print seems a bit low quality. Workbook is soft bound with holes to put it in a binder. The pages seem to be of better quality than the textbook. Soft bound teacher's edition with same kind of pages as textbook.
10 - Soft bound textbook without a workbook. Nice quality printing, but thin pages. The evaluation copy already has a bent back cover and some bent pages, and adults tend to treat books more carefully than the average high school student.

		Text8: 1 - Parts of the text include drills that emphasize research driven L2 learning techniques that the students have to engage with the language in order to learn it. The text does not rely heavily on English to teach the concepts, but English is used to clarify any concepts that may be confusing for a L2 learner. Text also incorporates traditional language learning drills where the learner does not necessarily have to understand to get the correct answer.
2 - Text has almost exclusive instructions in the target language. Text includes a variety of activities for reception and production. That being said, text relies on traditional rote exercises to drill the target structure, so students do not necessarily need understanding to get the correct answer for some of the exercises.
3 - Text mostly relies on a traditional approach to language learning. While some activities combine meaningful production/reception, many do not require full understanding to get the correct answer. Many of the instructions are in the target language. Activities sometimes target structures in an sequential way but not always.
4 - Many activities rely on traditional drills to teach grammar, so students wouldn't necessarily need a full understanding to get the correct answer. Some activities are communicative in nature. Uses the different modes of communication and follows ACTFL standards. Includes total physical response suggestions shown to improve vocabulary acquisition.
5 - Uses a communicative methodology to practice target structures, which are introduced in a somewhat traditional way. Intuitive introductions are supplemented by English explanations. Target structures are not always broken up in practice, so students are expected to have partial mastery in the first few activities. 
6 - Text includes many communicative activities to help ensure mastery of target oral and written structures. Information gap and situation cards emphasize different kinds of activities. Follows ACTFL guidelines and teaches grammar through structured input then structured and communicative output
7 - Annotated teacher's edition is not available for review. Text appears to use an immersion approach, eliminating activity instructions in English in order for students to engage more fully with text. For grammar acquisition, text does rely on traditional explanations instead of an intuitive approach. Vocabulary, however, is introduced without translations. Students wouldn't necessarily need to have full understanding of a word's meaning or grammar structure in order to get the correct answer.
8 - Incorporates real-world video and text in order to give students an immersive experience for language developed in context. Seems to use a mixture of traditional and communicative approaches to teach grammar, though grammar is presented at the beginning of the book as a tool instead of a concept. Does a reasonable job, but it could be better.
9 - Focuses on high frequency functions of language, using language in context that students are more likely to encounter in the real world. Centers its approach on the National Standards for Foreign Language Teaching (5 Cs) and shows where each of the concepts is used in what kind of activity.  Uses a mixture of traditional and communicative approaches to teach grammar. Grammar is explicitly explained in English, then activities follow a gradual progression of communicative exercises and drills around a particular concept. Students would need to understand both form and meaning in order to get the correct answer in this format.
10 - Bill VanPatten literally wrote the book on communicative language teaching. The book has been peer reviewed by many people. The grammar acquisition structure is presented through a completely communicative approach, requiring students to engage with their L2 in order to promote language immersion. 

		Text9: 1 - If students have online access, there is a variety of resources available to support learning the language at home. The textbook benefits quite a bit from the online resources, but without them it is mediocre in supporting home learning. There is not much opportunity explored for home-based research or family connections in the textbook.
2 - Some resources available online for at-home learning. Text itself does not offer much, so the instructor would have to work to incorporate those connections.
3 - Full online text with activities and resources for online learning on Connect. LearnSmart supports student centered learning with focus on structures student doesn't understand.
4 - Assuming Internet access, the online program includes a homework tutor and interactive reader. The online version has a lot of resources for supporting out-of-class learning. Workbook and textbook activities are fairly standard, and there are no explicit family engagement pieces. 
5 - Assuming Internet access at home, there are a lot of resources for at-home learning (such as homework and flash cards to practice target structures and vocabulary, practice quizzes, etc). Some book activities translate well to homework, but it would depend on the teacher. No explicit family engagement connection.
6 - The workbook is an easy homework connection, and the online components make it easy to access assuming the home has Internet. The workbook activities are fairly open ended, so it may be difficult for students to do without clear direction. The activities are pretty standard, so the teacher would need to make sure not to continuously assign the same kinds of activities because students would likely get bored with the repeating structure and not complete them.
7 - Online version of text offers a lot of resources students can use at home, assuming Internet access. Workbook offers an easy entry point for homework and home learning. Workbook activities vary in type, so students wouldn't necessarily get bored with a repeated structure. Most of the textbook uses French to explain activities, so while this is better for language acquisition, it could be a barrier for at-home learning. 
8 - Assuming computer access, students have a lot of resources to support learning at home. The option of a downloadable textbook for students without Internet access is also a good option. The inclusion of a workbook offers an easy way to incorporate homework. The explanations for activities and grammar are easy to follow for non-French speakers, so families should be able to help students complete their work. There is no explicit family engagement piece included. Additionally offers a chat option, putting the concepts into a relatable context.
9 - The workbook activities offer an easy avenue for home engagement, but the online system does not necessarily lend itself well to home learning. Activity instructions are fairly easy to follow, though some are entirely in French. There are no explicit family engagement pieces with this text.
10 - Without a workbook or online component, the teacher would have to figure out exactly how to do at-home learning with this book. While some of the activities lend themselves to homework, they are better suited to the classroom and a communicative context. The textbook cover says there is an eBook available with integrated activities, but it is not available in the online site to review. The advertised activities in the text look promising, however.

There are also many consecutive pages that have no pictures and extended grammar explanations and vocabulary lists, which is less than ideal. Target grammar concepts are usually grouped, but it is very text based in a large portion of the book.
2 - Text seems fairly well organized and follows a logical progression. Chapters are pretty short. Pictures do not usually accompany target vocabulary, instead using a translated list at the beginning of each chapter. Book relies heavily on text to teach grammar structures. Target structures are not consistently bolded in the exercises.
3 - Text sometimes makes use of pictures to supplement a grammar point and show target vocabulary. Many of the pages of activities do not include pictures, so they look a little boring. End of chapter includes a vocabulary list with English translations. Appendices include grammar reviews broken up by chapter, verb charts, interactive vocabulary broken up by chapter, and a French/English English/French glossary.
4 - Table of contents is extensive but a little difficult to follow with the different color/size/bold/pictures all at the same time. End of chapter contents include exam preparation, a video, writing/reading practice, vocabulary review, grammar review, and cumulative review activities. Appendices include maps, idiomatic expressions, supplemental vocabulary, functional expressions, grammar review, and French/English and English/French glossaries. Text makes good use of photos. The photos and layout do make the text seem a little outdated.
5 - Easy to read table of contents at the beginning that shows each chapter following the same structure throughout the course. End of chapter contents include additional reading and a chapter vocabulary section. Appendices include a grammar glossary, verb charts, grammar explanations, French/English and English/French glossaries, an index, and maps. Does not necessarily make the best use of color and pictures - text looks dated even though it isn't.
6 - Visually appealing text with a good ratio of text to pictures throughout. Table of contents in French, so may be difficult for some students to engage with. Table of contents shows that each lesson follows the same basic structure. End of chapter resources include project-based learning suggestions, review activities, grammar review, and unit vocabulary. Appendices include grammar summaries, French/English and English/French glossaries, and a grammar index.
7 - Table of contents is well laid out, separating the different kinds of activities in each chapter. End of chapter includes a writing activity, culture review, and vocabulary list. Appendices include verb conjugation charts, French/English and English/French glossaries, and an index. Fonts for certain activities are not always nice to look at, some seeming to have a lower resolution than the rest of the text. Text/picture ratio seems to be somewhat heavy on text. 
8 - Table of contents shows the structure of each chapter, with context and cultural information in French and grammar structures in English. Includes world maps completely in French with special attention to where French speakers live. End of chapter resources include a cultural overview, a reading activity, a writing activity, a chapter vocabulary/phrase review, and reminders to access online resources. Appendices include a grammar glossary, verb charts, French/English and English/French glossaries, and supplemental vocabulary.
9 - Table of contents is entirely in French but shows that chapters follow the same structure throughout the book. Appendices include a composition evaluation section, useful vocabulary, extra expressions, a verb tense overview, verb charts, French/English and English/French glossaries, and typical expressions. End of chapter resources include a cultural lens, a chapter activity, a cultural reading, chapter vocabulary, and a cultural overview focused on a specific place. The book is much heavier on text than pictures, so it is not the most interesting book for students to look at and engage with.
10 - Table of contents shows a scope and sequence of the book, demonstrating that each chapter follows the same structure. Grammar and communication objectives are in English while the rest is in French. End of chapter resources include a grammar synthesis activity for the chapter, a cultural reading, and vocabulary overview. Appendices include the alphabet and pronunciation guide, regular and irregular verb conjugation charts, and a French/English glossary.
