		Text1: 6 - Full text available online with many different resources for students and teachers depending on which version. The Prime version of the online portal offers more personalized resources depending on the needs of the student. The Supersite version requires more involvement from the teacher to ensure students are receiving the instruction they need on anything they may be struggling with. Online version would only be enhanced with more interactive/game-like activities.
7 - Full web version available via the website with lessons/activities/videos that correspond to each unit. Web version doesn't seem to improve or add a lot to each of the corresponding lessons, just covered again in a slightly different format.
8 - Web version for teacher resources, no text or access for students that I could find. 
9 - Full text available online with resources and multimedia components that are linked in the text. An app also included. Students can also submit homework online in different ways, including oral practice. Interactive games and grammar activities also available. 
10 - A full online version of the text is available with flash cards and different kinds of activities that learn where the student needs more support. Many different resources for the teacher that can help differentiate instruction as well. 
11 - Offers an interactive version of the textbook online with different games and activities to engage students. Offers flashcards and additional links and resources. Also includes a practice workbook.
12 - Offers a full interactive textbook online with video and workbook components. The online version is less interactive than other textbooks, without many games or different means of engagement for learners.
13 - A full version of the text is available online, along with the workbook and heritage workbook. The Eleteca includes interactive activities, audio and video components, and a game that runs through the entire program (Gamification "La pasantía)
14 - A full version of the text is available online with interactive vocabulary and grammar components. Audio and visual components also available online, but there aren't many game or different styles of online engagement.
15 - Full online version and iOS app for students to use. Online activities that are interactive and additional resources for students to use. Authentic videos for students to hear different kinds of Spanish. 

		Text3: 6 - Assessment program includes quizzes for each section of the book that uses a variety of methods to test learning and multiple tests for each section so the teacher can chose. More advanced version of online site (Prime) includes a personalized monitoring program for each student that provides feedback to students around areas they are struggling with and a learning progression. Supersite has many of the same functions, but it is not as specific to students' individual needs. Book provides suggestions for differentiating assessments for different learners.
7 - Monitoring and assessments are included in the online component of the course. Tests and unit catered to AP exam, so would be useful in preparation for that. Workbook monitoring can graph student progress throughout the semester and show problem areas.
8 - Tests, PowerPoints, quizzes, and other resources available for teachers in online portal. Monitoring not included.
9 - Program includes a differentiated assessment program that caters to different goals teachers/students may have for their language skills. Online version offers an assessment system to practice grammar/vocabulary and pre-tests to assess if they need more practice. Monitoring also available.
10 - The online component offers test prep and exams for the teacher to use. There is a monitoring component with the formative assessment program, and the online program learns where students need more assistance. Student proficiency reports show which students need more assistance and where. Program labels students as "non-proficient students" with deficit language, which can be harmful labeling for expectations from the teacher.
11 - Offers a separate workbook with assessments with quizzes, writing assessments, and exams. Offers a monitoring component to assess student proficiency in different target areas, including culture. Online version tracks and reports progress.
12 - Many assessment resources available for instructors. Online version offers auto-graded quizzes and chapter exams, as well as oral exams and performance assessments. There are different kinds and versions of assessments as well. Assessments can also be edited.
13 - Individual monitoring options in the online system. Offers a comprehensive testing system with ready-made exams and additional test bank questions. Integrated performance assessment tests framed through ACTFL model of Interpretative/Interpersonal/Presentational communication skills.
14 - Offers a book-based testing program, as well as editable versions in the online portal. Program includes quizzes and multiple means of assessment. Online activity monitoring. 
15 - Continuous assessment program provided, including pre assessment tasks, as well as formative and summative assessments. Flexible rubrics allow the teacher to use what will work best for their classroom. Online assessments and monitoring also available.

		Text5: 6 - Book provides suggestions on how to differentiate assessments for diverse learners. Grammar sections give tips and suggestions for differentiating learning for different learners, including heritage speakers. Many suggestions for different kinds of activities.
7 - Different opportunities for speaking (presentational communication, interpersonal, interpretative). Opportunities for simple listening comprehension, but concepts are limited (I.e. Students can listen for a number and not need to understand anything else said). Not the largest variety of vocabulary for common objects, some words wouldn't be understood in all contexts but are the only given option. Text uses a traditional approach to teaching grammar using English to explain concepts, then limited usage of different methodologies to illustrate the concept. Text relies on traditional drills where full understanding of words/concepts are not necessary. Students would be able to conjugate verbs without need to understand what they mean. 
8 - Text relies on traditional drills to teach grammar structures. Text offers tips for heritage learners and scaffolding, but tips are not very useful for teachers (except maybe a first-year teacher) or to cater to a wide variety of diverse learners. Many of the connections are to science, which will probably not be relevant to many students. Workbook activities seem to follow more or less the same format throughout the course, so not a lot of variety.
9 - Differentiated assessment workbook for teachers that uses a variety of approaches to test learning. Program offers a separate workbook for heritage learners. Aside from that, text mostly relies on traditional methods of instruction, but includes supplements for differentiation including many different learning preferences (logical, visual, tactile, musical, etc.). 
10 - There are frequent instructions for how to differentiate instruction; however, these suggestions separate learners into categories implying that if a certain student has learning difficulties they will benefit from a certain kind of instruction. The reinforcement of labels for students is concerning.
11 - There are frequent instructions for how to differentiate instruction; however, these suggestions separate learners into categories implying that if a certain student has learning difficulties they will benefit from a certain kind of instruction. The reinforcement of labels for students is concerning. Approach is a bit better than other textbooks, however. 
12 - There are frequent instructions for how to differentiate instruction; however, these suggestions separate learners into categories implying that if a certain student has learning difficulties they will benefit from a certain kind of instruction. The reinforcement of labels for students is concerning.
13 - Offers differentiation instructions framed as Advanced/Slower Paced/Heritage, with many different instructions for how to engage those learners. Suggestions appear on every page.
14 - There are few teaching suggestions in the teacher's edition of the book, and when they appear they are typically links to where the resources are in the online portal. While some differentiation instructions occur, it would be up to the teacher to consistently remember to look for and incorporate them.
15 -  Different suggestions for communicative activities and flexible grouping integrated without separating differentiated instruction into something extra the instructor has to do. 

		Text6: 6 - Explicit culture sections are very short and not always completely accurate in representing a concept (eg. a section on mate does not include all the places it is consumed.) The beginning of the text explains how important Spanish speaking is in modern society, but it is contained to that section. Representation within the text could be better in regards to racial/ethnic diversity when demonstrating concepts or exploring cultural ideas.
7 - Large variety of representation of people from Spanish-speaking countries. Explorations and explanations of cultures and traditions of each country are surface level at best. Certain countries are connected in the cultural exploration sections because of geographical closeness without much attention to how different their cultures are. The series as a whole explores other countries and their respective cultures, but also makes connections to a US/global context. Good visual representation of diverse students in classroom/learning contexts.
8 - Explicit section on diversity is lacking - highlights a Spanish aristocratic painter and language diversity, then asks students to explore why they think there's ethnic diversity in Latin America. Cultures of other countries are explored throughout the chapters and through the vocabulary, but it isn't necessarily in an intentional progression. Pictures and drawings represent a spectrum of diversity.
9 - A decent representation of diversity, including a focus on Spanish in the United States making it relevant to our students. Focus on different countries is sometimes combined because of geographic closeness instead of other similarities. The same countries are repeatedly featured (such as Puerto Rico and Mexico) in different levels of the books, which may not match the demographics of our area. Representation in photos of people to show vocabulary could be better in terms of racial/ethnic diversity.
10 - While the text frequently highlights culture, it does it in a way that is not necessarily culturally responsive. The text frequently groups Latinos into a homogenous group, but especially when discussing the different country customs. The way culture is presented is not ideal. That being said, the book offers a good visual representation of different people who speak Spanish and who are learning Spanish. Some of the cultural considerations in regard to language aren't even correct. (For example, saying the titles like señor are most often used without a person's name. They can be used that way, but most often is inaccurate. The same section says "Men frequently shake hands. Women typically give each other a light kiss on both cheeks" when they greet people. This is true in some places, but the norms of greeting are more complicated than that, especially when moving from country to country and place to place.) Culture is far too simplified in this book.
11 - Shows different races/ethnicities/ages/ability levels in learners and speakers of Spanish. Presents culture as multifaceted.
12 - Shows a variety of races and ethnicities in examples and language learners. Presents a wide cross section of Spanish speakers/countries.
13 - Visually shows many different races/ethnicities/ages/ability levels throughout the book in both learners and speakers of Spanish. Culture is presented as multifaceted.
14 - Does not do the greatest job of demonstrating diversity in learners and speakers of the Spanish speaking world. Sometimes more diverse voices and images are highlighted, but it is not consistent throughout the book. 
15 - Integrated culture throughout the book demonstrates language learning through culture. Learners are represented as widely diverse. Examples are also diverse. Cultural connections are modern and frequent. This book probably does culturally responsive learning the best out of all of the books analyzed. 

		Text7: 6 - Good quality hard bound textbook, binder-based work book. Good quality pages and print. Workbook pages might tear with extended use.
7 - Textbook is visually appealing and seems to be of good construction with sturdy, glossy pages. Workbooks would have to be purchased for students each year or copies made (unless students all have access to online version, but that's a potential equity issue) as the workbooks probably would not last for multiple school years.
8 - Thin, matte pages might not last very long with high school students. They seem like they would've tear easily. Textbook is also wider than others, which may cause it to be banged up a bit more in backpacks/classrooms.
9 - Good binding and print. Hardback textbooks with somewhat thin pages that may tear easily. Workbooks have paperback bindings.
10 - Hard bound book with fairly thin pages. A soft bound workbook with thicker newspaper type pages. Good quality print.
11 - Program has many different components. Textbook is hardbound with good quality pages. The print is colorful and good quality. The many different workbooks are softbound with thick matte pages. Assessment book for teachers has a softcover and is spiral bound.  Offers an extensive classroom library as well, so it may be easy for some components to get lost. 
12 - Hardbound textbook with softbound workbook. Pages of the textbook are pretty thin and prone to wrinkling. It seems like they would tear easily. Printing is not always even (stripes in solid colors, pixelated images).
13 - One of the workbooks has pages printed in color! Textbook is hardbound with good quality pages. The cover/spine is already showing some signs of usage. Softbound workbook with nice pages for Spanish speakers, non color pages for the standard workbook (which is a bit disappointing). Spiral bound teacher's edition with soft cover.
14 - Hard bound textbook with quality pages and good printing. Flimsy softbound workbook with newspaper type pages, so it would very likely not last very long. 
15 - Soft bound textbook with integrated workbook assignments. Book has matte pages. Students would need to complete assignments on separate papers in order for the books to last, but it would probably be tempting to write in these books.

		Text8: 6 - Many of the activities follow a traditional progression, expecting students to have full mastery of a target grammar structure (all different people for one verb tense at once) instead of having them practice on part of the structure at a time and building on it. Reading and video activities, however, have a pre, inter, and post activity to help engage students in the material and fully grasp the concepts. 
7 - Text relies on traditional grammar and vocabulary teaching methodology that is not shown to be as effective as other methods. Text uses English to explain grammar concepts instead of engaging learners with the L2 to discover patterns related to the target structure. A lot of repetition throughout the different levels of similar concepts - doesn't necessarily follow the order of acquisition of L2 learners of Spanish.
8 - Text relies on traditional methodologies of teaching language through English grammar explanations and grammar drilling. Students do not always need to understand the meaning of the words in order to get the correct answer. 
9 - End of the book includes information gap activities, which are shown to improve language acquisition if the teacher chooses to use them. Book follows a progression of ACTFL Standards and explores activities through all modes of communication. Text relies on traditional methods of introducing grammar concepts. Activities to practice grammar are not as extensive as they should be to ensure mastery of the target structure. Activities that are present are decent for learning structures, as students need to understand the grammar concept and meaning of the words to get correct answers in most cases.
10 - Follows World-Readiness Standards for Learning Languages (5 Cs) and attempts a communicative approach. Text relies on English for many cultural aspects, but does a fairly good job of introducing grammar and vocabulary in the target language.
11 - The program is extensively peer reviewed. Follows the 5 C ACTFL model and attempts to make grammar a real-world occurrence through the "challenges", using context to teach target structures. Uses pre/intra/post readings so students get the most out of any texts. Uses backward design and communicative structures. Sometimes relies on translations to teach vocabulary.
12 - Follows ACTFL's readiness standards and performance indicators for language learners. Integrates grammar with communication to give a real-world context to learners. Uses authentic resources to reinforce real-world context. Does not state what pedagogical approach is used for target structures, but it looks communicative.
13 - Each part of the chapter is framed with its pedagogical purpose and explained at the beginning of the book. Each lesson has communication objectives. Book is peer reviewed and follows ACTFL standards. Communicative methodology and differentiated instruction resources were all used in the writing of the text. Mechanical drills are not used, so the methodology is all communicative.
14 - Extensively peer reviewed, though some of the translations in the literature section aren't as good as they should be. Fairly traditional approach to grammar instruction. Follows ACTFL proficiency guidelines (5 Cs).
15 - Follows ACTFL proficiency guidelines. Uses pictures to introduce concepts and remains entirely in the target language so students can intuit target structures through interaction with the language. 

		Text9: 6 - Assuming Internet access, the text has a great deal of resources for home learning. Without Internet access, some of the workbook activities extend well to home use. There aren't any explicit resources for family engagement. 
7 - Series comes with a workbook for each level. Workbook includes different types of grammar drills and vocabulary activities not necessarily following a logical progression of difficulty/target grammar structures. Decent variety of vocabulary activities for a workbook (word search, crossword). Teacher would need to supplement with targeted activities. Online content available in a variety of formats (QR codes leading to videos for example). Students can access via smartphone/tablet/laptop, and offers resources for online learning.
8 -  Workbook has a lot of drill activities that students could take home. Their format is pretty traditional and writing focused. Not a lot of variety in grammar/vocabulary activities throughout the chapters. Some rote drills that students would not need to understand the full meaning to get the answer correct. There is no structure for connections between classroom/families besides traditional homework.
9 - Assuming Internet access, the text offers a lot of resources for at home learning. Without access, however, the book is mediocre for supporting home learning as it relies often on traditional methods (workbook, book activities are not as varied as they could be.) There are some opportunities for family engagement, but it would have to stem from either the teacher or student to be incorporated.
10 - The workbook is an easy avenue for homework, as is the online homework system. There are no explicit family engagement pieces. The text has a lot of English in it, so it should be fairly easy for non-Spanish speakers to understand what is required in the homework.
11 - Both online and offline resources seem to lend themselves well to at-home learning. The textbook activities are easy to follow and clearly laid out. The workbook activities are somewhat traditional, but the online component would be engaging at home (as always assuming Internet access at home). There is no explicit family engagement piece. 
12 - Besides any online components, seems like a pretty standard approach to home engagement. No explicit family pieces, traditional homework structure. Activity instructions seem easy to follow.
13 - Workbook and online components seem like they would lend themselves well to at-home engagement. No explicit family engagement piece. The online components like the gamification component (assuming Internet) look like they would do well in a home environment.
14 - A pretty traditional approach to at-home learning with the exception of some of the online activities. 
15 - Inclusion of an app is useful for learners. The book activities extend easily into the real world, especially taking into consideration social media and modern cultural connections. There aren't many intentional family engagement pieces, but there are a few.

7 - Some pictures/graphics are frivolous. Text is easy to read and seems well organized In regards to table of content and glossaries. There could be better overall pictures to show the vocabulary words without English translations. Appendices have concise grammar explanations and English/Spanish and Spanish/English glossary. 
8 - Text includes many pictures to help illustrate concepts that are appropriate for high school learners. Pictures are mostly of people, whereas drawings are used to show vocabulary and grammar exercises. Appendices include country profiles (with more information to look for online and interesting facts), accent rules, expanded exercises from the chapters, verb conjugations, grammar guide, a "functional glossary" with words and phrases organized by situation, and a Spanish/English and English/Spanish glossary.
9 - Text has a large table of contents that lays out the structure of the book very well. End of chapter resources include cultural projects, vocabulary and grammar summaries, lesson review, and teacher resources in teacher's edition. Appendices include additional activities, expanded vocabulary sections, grammar summaries, Spanish/English and English/Spanish glossaries, and an index.
10 - Table of contents presented as a scope and sequence entirely in English in the instructor's edition, but is less easy to navigate in the student version because of page layout. Many classroom resources at beginning of book for students and teacher to use. End of chapter pieces include a grammar review and chapter vocabulary. Appendices include Language Arts practice, information gap activities, grammar review, verb charts, Spanish/English and English/Spanish glossaries, a culture index, and a grammar index. Text relies heavily on pictures, some of which seem childish considering the target age group.
11 - The table of contents clearly breaks down the units and shows that the chapters all follow the same structure. The headings are in Spanish and the content is in English. The start of higher level books offers a grammar review of previous levels.The end of each chapter includes a reading, vocabulary review, grammar review, "challenge" review (target communicative structures), a project, and a self quiz. Appendices include a grammar review, Spanish/English and English/Spanish glossaries, and a grammar index. Textbook seems to have a good balance of images and text. The book occasionally does make use of Comic Sans, which seems questionable to me.
12 - Index shows additional resources available for learning before the table of contents. Table of contents offers a lot of information, so it might not be the easiest to navigate at first. Titles are in Spanish and some descriptions are in English, some in Spanish. End of chapter resources include an authentic media example, a chapter/vocabulary review, exam preparation with different methods of communication, and review activities for grammar and vocabulary. Appendices include extra vocabulary, grammar terms, grammar charts, verb charts, Spanish/English and English/Spanish glossaries, and a grammar index. Good balance of images and text.
13 - Table of contents presented as a scope and sequence showing that chapters all follow same structure. End of chapter resources include additional cultural pieces to supplement the chapter, communicative and media activities, a self quiz, grammar review questions, and vocabulary/grammar reviews. Appendices include grammar summaries and additional information, verb charts, and Spanish/English glossary. Text uses a good balance of images and text. 
14 - Teacher's edition offers resources at the beginning of the book. Table of contents shows that each chapter follows the same sequence, and all of it is in Spanish. Beginning of student issue explains the different sections and what they entail. End of chapter resources include a magazine-style reading, a reading with pre/post activities, and a vocabulary review. Appendices include a grammar manual, verb tables, English/Spanish and Spanish/English glossaries, and an index. 
15 - The beginning of the book (both student and teacher editions) show the different components of the book and the reasoning behind them. Table of contents is easy to read and shows each chapter follows a similar format. Table of contents and instructions are entirely in Spanish. Good usage of color and balance of pictures to text. End of chapter resources include project-based activities that extend into the real world, a grammar review, vocabulary review, and cultural review.  Chapters are marked by color on the edge of the book so it is easy to navigate. Appendices include "Can-do statements" showing what the goals for each chapter were, rubrics, AP & IB correlation guides, and Spanish/English and English/Spanish glossaries.
