The opening chapter teaches logic and proof but since they have not covered any geometry yet these ideas must be applied to other things and that could be a distraction. There is far less analytic geometry in this text compared to others and thwart is a drawback since you cannot have kids forgetting their algebra in the year they do geometry.
(2) Much better connection to algebra skills - especially lines which are so critical. The topic over view of chapter 1 is an excellent background before the course and learning methods of proof. However, this text is weaker for formal geometry. Logic portion does more with negation X of conjunctions and disjunctions.
(3) I really liked this vendor for algebra but had reservations based on the cooperative learning model which will be hard to implement.
