		Text6: I will use this category to make my overall comments:
(1) This is a much stronger text then the Discrete #1 by the same authors. There are tons of resources for students and teachers and those preparing for the AP exam. However, like before the text is still missing a misuses and fallacies section for each chapter which explains the pitfalls of these methods and techniques and the myriad ways they can be misused on the public. One way to combat this is to use the group activity and writing activities at the end of each chapter - the importance of this should not be underestimated. 
(2) The AP and teacher  resources are strong but perhaps not quite as good as #1. On the other hand the philosophical discussions which are essential to doing good statistics are fantastic. Much time is spent on kinds of experiments and philosophy behind confidence intervals and hypothesis testing. This text is more truthful to the subject. The Internet resources seem quite innovative and valuable if teachers can commit to using them. Many videos will bring the world alive for kids. 
(3) I am impressed with the deep conceptual issues that the exercises tackle. The teacher needs to be very capable in seizing on the teachable moments for this to work however. It is odd that the student text is intentionally incomplete in requiring the input from the teacher text. While we want to support student based cooperative learning and it is great for the teacher text to contain lots of extra info problems and hints, it should not be impossible for the material to be learned to a large extent from the student manual alone. That renders these books useless as reference materials in many cases. There are supposedly parent books with practice problems - impressive if this actually exists in this preliminary curriculum, The stats curriculum is not like other CPM materials - one should question how the differences in this course might render the PD workshops far less useful for teachers. Also, not all features are present - for example, I could not find any of the usual stop light problems that contain conceptual errors for the students to consider.- how does mixed review and spaced practice work in a statistics course? No specific AP stats exam materials. No Chi-square material?
(4) You cannot go wrong with this choice - the complete integration of AP sample questions within the material is indispensable. The materials are thorough, varied, deep and interesting.. The teacher materials show all solutions and provide alternate examples and sample tests as well as numerous teaching tips. The only complaint is that the caution red light is used too infrequently in my view. There is an abundant amount of material to do after the exam as well. The fact that PD for teachers coincides with attending an AP stats testing board workshop is extremely comforting. Oo
