Each course is divided into nine units of instruction, with five units taught in the first semester and four units
taught in the second semester. The units follow scope and sequence of the EMC textbook series, T'es
Branché. The curriculum is meant to provide teachers with a guide for instruction and pacing, following the
Nevada Academic Content Standards for World Languages (NVACSWL). Each unit contains a Student
Proficiency Passport, where students will demonstrate their language proficiency using various
communication strategies. It is up to individual teachers to determine the day-to-day instructional activities
for students, while following the approved curriculum guides.

Each course is designed to assist students in reaching a targeted language proficiency level by the end of
the year. The American Council on the Teaching of Foreign Languages (ACTFL) developed these
proficiency levels:

French 1-2 — Novice Mid

French 3-4 — Novice High

French 5-6 (Honors) — Intermediate Low / Intermediate Mid
AP French Language - Intermediate Mid / Intermediate High
French 9-10 (Honors) — Intermediate Mid / Intermediate High

Intermediate-Low

Learners at the Intermediate-Low sublevel are able to handle successfully a limited number
of uncomplicated communicative tasks by creating with the language in straightforward
social situations. Conversation is restricted to some of the concrete exchanges and
predictable topics necessary for survival in the target-language culture. These topics relate to
basic personal information; for example, self and family, some daily activities and personal
preferences, and some immediate needs, such as ordering food and making simple
purchases.
