3. Enough Tier 2 and Tier 3 Support classes in grades 7/8. Create a Master schedule to allow
Math and ELA 7/8 teachers to teach one section each of ELA, Math, or Academic Support.

4. Enough Tier 1, 2, 3 interventions for 6! graders. Create a Master schedule to allow every 6%
grade student to receive ELA or Math instruction (highest need content area) at his or her
level. For those students above grade level, provide enrichment instruction.
