For a change of pace, click on the play button and be
sure the audio is on to listen as the story is read to you
+ Dictionary—Just click on any word on any page to see and your child.

« Zoom feature—Double-click on the screen to enlarge the image then adjust the view to see the specific portion of the
page you are interested in, whether it is the text or a section of the image or illustration.
